· Apprentices are required to attend an approved Stroke & Turn training clinic hosted by a USA Swimming referee prior to beginning their on deck apprenticeship.
· Apprentices are required to work at least 4 learning sessions with USAS certified S&T mentor judges under the supervision of at least 2 different meet referees. Apprentices must contact meet referees prior to attending their meets to ensure a mentor judge will be available. Additional sessions may be required. 
· Apprentices are responsible for seeking written feedback from their mentor judge after each learning session.
· When apprentices have completed at least 4 learning sessions, they are required to complete at least 2 evaluation sessions under the strict supervision of a USAS certified S&T judge who may act in the capacity of chief judge. During evaluation sessions, apprentice judges will make calls. The mentor judge will discuss each call with the apprentice and then confirm or reject it. The mentor judge will also discuss any calls he/she personally observes that the apprentice does not make, however only calls that will be accepted by the referee will be made by the certified judge.  USA registration process is strongly recommended prior to working the evaluation sessions.  
· When an apprentice elects to stand for his/her final evaluation session, he/she must alert the meet referee prior to the beginning of the meet. The apprentice is required to solicit written feedback both from the mentor judge and from the meet referee at the conclusion of the final evaluation session.
· Once a meet referee has recommended an apprentice for certification, the apprentice is responsible for scanning this complete record and emailing it to North Carolina Swimming at JudgeTrainingChair@NCSwim.org or send a copy to Judges Training Chair, 113 Deepwoods Drive, Marion NC  28752
