Nomination Requirements: 
 Any currently registered NCS coach 

member may submit one nomination for 
each of the Coach of the Year Awards.  
The Coach of the Year Committee 
comprised of the Age Group Chair, the 
Senior Chair, the Senior and Junior 
Coach Representatives, and a General 
Chair appointed YMCA Coach and 
Athlete Representative will generate the 
final list of coaches to be voted on which 
may include coaches not received via the 
nominations process.  The NCS office or 
registrar will send the final list of 
coaches eligible for each Coach of the 
Year award to all registered NCS 
Coaches no later than September 1 to be 
voted on. 

 The nominee must be a current coach 
member of North Carolina Swimming 
and must have been coaching in North 
Carolina for at least the last two years. 

 The coaching period included for this 
award is the current long course season 
and the previous short course season. 

 Nominations should be submitted using 
the form to the right, formatting your 
submission according to the outline 
provided and sending the completed 
form to the Senior Coach Representative 
at seniorcoachrep@ncswim.org 

 Self-nominations are not allowed. 
 We have streamlined the nomination 

form to the right so that we receive, at a 
minimum, the same basic information 
on every nominee.  Nominators are free 
to include additional information as 
they see fit when emailing the form. 

 Nominations must be received by August 
15. 

 Voting will occur from September 1-10. 
 Each club will receive one vote for each 

Coach of the Year Award. In the event 
more than one vote is received from a 
club, the vote received from the Head 
Coach will be used. 

 Awards will be announced and 
presented at the NCS Awards Banquet in 
September.
